Meeting Minutes: The minutes from the August 5, 2024, meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s report: Current year budget $4000. Expenditures to date: $600.00 for 100 mums, and $745.09 for 8 sets of Haystack coir baskets and 16 liners, and zip ties. Balance remaining: $2654.91.

Update on Town Gardens: 
All the gardens and containers look great. 
Gnarly Roots has again offered to mow the triangle at no charge -thank you! 
The team will pick up the mums at Rugg Valley on Monday September 23 (after the triangle has been mowed) and plant them that day. 
The town garden has been dug up in preparation for the town office renovation work. The mums normally earmarked for the town office will be planted elsewhere. The team is investigating additional placement options. Suggestions included:

Derry Free Library (Pam to check with Mark)

Watering and Flower Boxes

About 90% of watering spots have been filled by volunteers using the signup tool. About ½ of that is from committee members and the other ½ by other town volunteers – thank you all!

Flower boxes: Barb ordered 8 Haystack baskets and coco liners and ordered an extra set of liners because the pricing was favorable. The liners should last 2 years, so we have enough for 4 years. Other towns have had a positive experience with watering, but there is a concern we may need to water the boxes more frequently. We will start out with these planters at the Williams bridge and assess as we go through next summer. We’d all like to see more color and less green with next year’s plantings.
